Paul Davis Sponsors Video Contest to 
Promote Fire Safety to Florida Students

The video contest started Sept. 1 and runs through Nov. 19. It also coincides with the      
(NFPA) annual National Fire Prevention Week,  Oct. 3ð9. According to the NFPA, more 
than 16,000 people were injured and more than 3,000 people were killed in fires across the 
U.S. in 2008. In addition, these fires accounted for more than $15 billion in property      
damage. Many of these injuries and deaths can be averted with awareness and education.

Florida students currently enrolled in public or private educational institutions - K-12 and 
colleges and universities - are encouraged to enter. To be eligible to win, entrants must   
produce a "Public Service Announcement" (PSA) video on the importance of fire safety. 

The winner will be determined by popular vote on The Fire Safety Project YouTube     
Channel. The student with the winning video will receive $10,000 for their school. In         
addition, the fire department that serves that school will receive a $2,500 donation.

Daylight Saving Time Ends     

Sunday, November 7th  
Donôt forget to ñFall Backò on Sunday, November 7, 2010 at 2:00AM, as 
Daylight Saving Time (DST) comes to an end. Commonly misused as    
Daylight ñSavingsò Time, this practice separated  by Spring and Fall, allows 

us to take advantage of longer daylight hours. 

On the 2nd Sunday in March, we ñSpring Forwardò, moving our clocks ahead one hour. 
Then we return to Standard Time, the 1st Sunday in November by ñFalling Backò. This 
widely known phrase, ñSpring forward, Fall backò, helps remind us how to set our clocks 

accordingly. It does not however, remind us of the original reason DST was introduced. 

DST is still observed as an attempt to conserve energy by using natural lighting but the  
initial purpose roots itself in war production during WWI. These later daylight hours        
between April and October proved invaluable, as during WWII the federal government    

required the states to again observe the time changes. 

It wasnôt until 1966 that the length of Daylight Saving Time was standardized, by the     
Uniform Time Act. DST was extended by 4 weeks in 2007 due to the passage of the      
Energy Policy Act in 2005. 

DST is not just to confuse our schedules but is part of an effort to reduce the use of power 
by businesses during the daylight hours.

2 egg whites  
1/2 teaspoon cream of tartar  
2/3 cup white sugar  

(superfine sugar works best but you can also put regular sugar in 
food processor for approx. 1 minute, or substitute light brown 
sugar for a maple flavor)  

1 teaspoon vanilla extract  
3/4 cup chocolate chips (semi -sweet works best)  
1 ¼ cup chopped pecans (or any nut of your choice)  
 
Preheat the oven to 350 degrees, line pan(s) with wax paper.  
With an electric mixer, beat the egg whites until slightly foamy.   
Add Cream of tartar and continue to beat until egg whites are really fluffy 
(donôt let them get too dry). Gradually add sugar and vanilla extract while 
beating.   Finally, add the nuts and chocolate chips to the meringue    
mixture, folding in gently. Spoon cookies onto pans using a tablespoon, 
leaving about an inch between each ( they will not spread very much at 
all).   Put pans in oven, and turn the oven off immediately, and leave      
undisturbed for 3 ï 6 hours.   
 
Yields approx. 30 cookies
