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Directions: 
1. Prepare potatoes according to pkg directions 
2. Stir in cream cheese and next five ingredients. Divide 
mixture evenly among 6 (6oz) lightly greased ramekins or 
custard cups. Sprinkle evenly with cheddar cheese. 
3. Bake at 350 degrees for 20 min. or until thoroughly 
heated, makes 6 servings.
